Yet,
their potential for becoming sites of vibrant urban
life, as well as tourist attractions is often left
unexplored and unrealized. The partnership of 10
organizations from 7 countries recognized this
potential and devised a series of interconnected
cross-sectoral activities covering the full cycle of
its protection and revival: scientific research, fact-
based policy recommendations for protection and
rehabilitation of Art Nouveau buildings as well as
its successful integration into urban setting, and
promotional activities and campaigns on local,
regional and international level.

Castelul de apa din Drobeta Turnu Severin a
fost inaugurat in 1914 si a furnizat apa
dunareana panain anul 1980.

The project aims to preserve and modernise
the Water Castle, a Drobeta Turnu Severin City
hall tourist landmark.The Water Castle from
Drobeta Turnu Severin has been inaugurated
in 1914 and provided water to the town from
the Danube until 1980. Because of its
importance in the community life, its central
location and its distinguished architectural
characteristics, the local community
embraced the Water Castle as the most
important symbol of the town.
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
